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Session 3: Follow His example

1.	In what ways are you following Jesus’ example in your serving?

3.	What activities or experiences can you open yourself to in order to face your prejudices? How 
can learning from Jesus’ example help us to move past prejudices? 
 

4.	The mission of our church begins with “reaching out to all people.” In what ways did Jesus 
reach out to all people during His ministry? What do His actions teach us? 
 

5.	Do you have any interactions with people “not deemed worthy by society”? If no, why not? 
How can you change that? 
 

6.	What does it mean to be accepted? What healing can take place when someone that was left 
out feels accepted? 
 

7.	PERSONAL TAKE-HOME: We’ve talked a lot about prejudices today, and that can be a 
difficult topic to be honest about with ourselves. Take a few moments to think of a person you 
might have a prejudice towards. Acknowledge that prejudice. Put a face on the person. Picture 
them with their family. Now, consider Peter’s words: In truth I perceive that God shows no 
partiality. How can you take steps to see that person the way that God sees them? What is it 
that is holding you back? Can you put a name to it? Is it founded in truth?
